Included in the guidelines is a listing of recommended safety equipment designed to protect personnel when performing the clean-up procedure. Please review the guidelines before proceeding.

The guidelines recommend the use of glycine to inactivate glutaraldehyde in large spills 
(greater than 1 gallon) of CIDEX Activated or CIDEX PLUS Solutions. Glycine can be readily obtained from a laboratory chemical supply company.

Safety Equipment

1. Gloves

2. Eye protection

3. Fluid-repellent gown

Clean-Up Equipment


1.
Mop or sponge or paper towels


2.
Plastic trash bag for disposal

Procedure


1.
Wipe up spill with sponge, paper towels, or mop. Flush any wastewater down the drain, followed by large amounts of water. 

2. Rinse the mop, sponge, or towels with large amounts of water and discard the rinse water down the drain, followed by large amounts of water.

3. Discard the sponge and towels in a tightly closed plastic trash bag. 

4. Follow your facility’s waste disposal practices and all state and local regulations.

GUIDELINES FOR HANDLING LARGE VOLUME (GREATER THAN 1 GALLON) SPILLS OF 
CIDEX® ACTIVATED AND CIDEX PLUS® SOLUTIONS

Safety Equipment

1. Gloves

2. Eye protection

3. Fluid-repellent gown

4. OSHA/NIOSH-approved reusable or disposable breathing mask equipped with an organic vapor cartridge filter

5. Rubber boots or shoe protection

Clean-Up Equipment

1. Mop and bucket or squeegee

2. Sponge or paper towels

3. Plastic dust pan

4. Plastic scoop to disperse glycine and absorbent

5. Plastic trash bag for disposal
Chemicals

1. Glycine

2. Absorbent*
Procedure

1. Using the plastic scoop, disperse about 25 grams of glycine for each estimated gallon of the spill.

2. With a mop or squeegee, thoroughly blend the glycine into the spilled CIDEX Solutions for 1-2 minutes. Allow an additional 5 minutes for deactivation of the glutaraldehyde.

3. Collect the deactivated liquid with the mop or squeegee and plastic dust pan and flush it down the drain, followed by large amounts of water.

4. Addition of an absorbent may aid in containment of a very large spill (i.e., more than 5 gallons). Dispose of the absorbent/deactivated glutaraldehyde slurry in accordance with your facility's waste disposal practices and all state and local regulations.

5. Rinse all clean-up equipment with water and discard the rinse water down the drain, followed by large amounts of water. Rinse sponges or paper towels used for final clean up thoroughly with water and discard in a tightly closed plastic trash bag. Follow your facility’s waste disposal practices and all state and local regulations.
